What is an Ultrasound?

Ultrasound is an easy and noninvasive way to see internal structures of the body.
It sends high-frequency sound waves through the skin and produces images of
major organs.

Why should | have an Ultrasound Cyst Aspiration?

The radiologist uses ultrasound to guide a needle into a cyst in the body and then
aspirates the contents. Cyst aspirations can be done in all parts of the body. Your
test will take between 30-60 minutes.

Preparation:
If you are on blood thinning medications, such as aspirin, these will need to be
discontinued for 7 days with approval from your physician.
