What is an Ultrasound?

Ultrasound is an easy and noninvasive way to see internal structures of the body.
It sends high-frequency sound waves through the skin and produces images of
major organs.

Why should | have an Ultrasound?

This ultrasound will visualize the blood vessels in different parts of the body. The
most common areas are in the liver, ovaries and testicles. Your exam will take 30
minutes.

Preparation:
LIVER ONLY: Nothing to eat or drink after midnight.

SCROTUM OR OVARIES: no prep.
