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What is an Ultrasound?

Ultrasound is an easy and noninvasive way to see internal structures of the body.
It sends high-frequency sound waves through the skin and produces images of
major organs.

Why Should I have an Ultrasound exam?

Ultrasound is a non-invasive way to view the structures of the brain in an infant,
to look for fluids or abnormalities. It also involves no radiation. This exam will
take up to 30 minutes.
