What is an Ultrasound?

Ultrasound is an easy and noninvasive way to see internal structures of the body.
It sends high-frequency sound waves through the skin and produces images of
major organs.

Why Should I have an Ultrasound exam?

Ultrasound is a non-invasive way to help your doctor define a lump on your body.
With ultrasound, it can be defined as cystic or solid. This exam can also be used
to evaluate for cysts behind your knee. This exam will take up to 30 minutes.

A radiologist will review the images shortly after the exam is completed. A written
report will be sent to your doctor. Your doctor will discuss the results with you.
Please allow your physician time to review these results, usually 2 business days
after the exam.
